Crime Solvers needs your help to catch three men who robbed a man at 
gunpoint at America's Best Value Inn, 2126 Willis Road on Saturday, April 25. 

Three suspects approached the victim at about 
4 a.m. as he was walking to his hotel room. One 
suspect displayed a small, silver gun and 
demanded money. The suspects stole the 
victim's debit card after he advised he did not 
have any money.   

All three suspects are black males who are 
between 18-24 years old. The first suspect is 5 
feet 9 inches tall and has a goatee. He wore a 
white shirt, blue jeans and a black baseball hat. 
The second and third suspects wore white shirts 

and blue jeans. The suspects may be driving a dark four-door Nissan

August 7, 2009 (COW – Robberies at Apartments) 

Crime Solvers needs your help to identify and locate two men wanted in connection with two similar 
robberies that occurred at apartment complexes on May 23.  

The two suspects approached the victims outside an apartment on 
Marbrett Drive in the Tivoli South apartment complex at about 1:10 a.m. 
The suspects displayed guns, demanded valuables and fled with a 
victim's cell phone that was later recovered 
near the scene.  

Forty minutes later, two victims were robbed 
of cash on Cricklewood Drive in the Southpoint Landing apartments.  

The suspects fled in a dark, mid-size sedan with temporary tags in both 
instances. Both suspects are black males in their late 20s. One suspect is 
about 5 feet 10 inches tall, 160 pounds with long dreadlocks. The second 
suspect is about 5 feet 7 inches tall, 180 pounds with a cropped hairstyle.
