
May 29, 2009 (COW – Sheetz Abduction/Robbery) 

 Crime Solvers needs your help this week to solve an abduction and 

robbery case.  

At approximately 11:45 p.m. on Friday, April 17, a man walked into the 

parking lot of Sheetz, 20 South Providence Road near Midlothian 

Turnpike. He asked for a ride from two men with a silver mini van. 

During the ride toward Chester, the driver stopped the van on Courthouse 

Road near Pocahontas State Park and the two men used a handgun to rob 

the victim of his wallet 

and cash. The victim 

was forced out of the 

van, punched in his 

face and the two men 

drove away traveling 

north on Courthouse Road.  

The suspects were both black males. Surveillance cameras at 

the Sheetz captured images of one suspect and the mini van. 

 

 

 

May 22, 2009 (COW – Big Lots Robbery) 

Crime Solvers needs your help to catch two men who 

robbed Big Lots at 1217 Boulevard in Colonial 

Heights on Feb. 24. Both men hid in the store prior to 

closing time.  

Once the store closed, employees prepared to tally 

the day's transactions when the suspects forced their 

way into the office at gunpoint, assaulted two female 

employees and demanded money. The suspects then 

demanded an employee unlock the door and fled the 

scene.  

The first suspect is a black male, about 6 feet tall and 

200 pounds. He wore a mask, a light-colored hooded 

jacket and displayed a silver hand gun. The second 

suspect is a light-skinned black male, about 6 feet tall 

and 200 pounds. He wore a dark, hooded jacket. 



 

 

May 15, 2009 (COW – Dyson’s Store Robbery) 

Crime Solvers needs your help this week to catch an unidentified man 

who robbed Dyson's Store at 8109 River Road on Saturday, Feb. 21.  

A masked man entered the store at 

about 7 p.m., displayed a dark 

handgun and demanded money 

from the clerk. The suspect then 

fled on foot west on River Road and 

turned left at Chesdin Landing 

Road.  

The suspect is a black male, 6 feet 

tall with a medium build. He wore a 

blue ski mask, thick, blue jacket, 

tan pants and white tennis shoes. 

The suspect's jacket and mask 

appear white in the surveillance photos, but are in fact blue as noted in the 

description. 

 

 

May 8, 2009 (COW – Stolen Debit Card) 
Crime Solvers needs your help to catch a woman 
who used a stolen credit/debit card to withdraw 
money from the Bank of America ATM at 7101 
Hull Street Road on Feb. 17.  

The victim did not realize that her credit/debit 
card had been taken until someone had 
withdrawn a large amount of money from her 
account.  

Photos of the suspect were taken while she used 
the stolen card. The suspect is a black female in
